IF you and I are indeed born again believers, THEN it is of vital importance to know, understand and thus appreciate Romans 8: 16. 	The Body of Christ, the family of God is expected to function in accordance with its purpose, that being Acts 1:8. The family of God labors under a single compulsion for which it is empowered to perform. (See Matt. 28: 19-20) Wherever in the Word you see “THEREFORE”, you need ask, “What is it THERE FOR?” It points toward a fundamental “SUPPORT SYSTEM”, an authentic authority that you can rely upon. Jesus who is the Christ has been given charge of the family’s function. Our Elder Brother, HIM who is the means by which we entered the family [BY RELATIONSHIP TO HIM], is the C.E.O. Our duty, our obligation, our responsibility in the family is to FOLLOW HIM!
																																																																						
	Selfishness is the key component, the antagonistic agent in the OLD MAN’s disposition. KNOW, UNDERSTAND and APPRECIATE the fact that Satan’s only entrance into the family members’ conduct is through the old man. He CANNOT entertain any mutual relationship with THE NEW MAN. Only the Holy Spirit has access to the new man. To have YOUR WAY in the family is an act of selfishness. Refusal to cooperate with other members of the family is selfishness. Selfishness disrupts the dynamics of divine pursuit. Selfishness fractures the fellowship of the family. Selfishness (See Luke 11: 1-4). Notice the absence of personal nouns or pronouns: You see “OUR FATHER”; “GIVE US” our daily bread; “FORGIVE US, FOR WE, INDEBTED to US” and lastly, “LEAD US…DELIVER US”. Here is recognition of our new faith, new family and new Father!!
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
