Lesson Text: Matthew 9: 37-38

~WHY SO FEW? ~

INTRODUCTION: We shall in this session give our attention to “The Plenteous Harvest”.  Our Lord’s assessment of what He sees of sheep having no shepherd, the masses of humanity scattered and fainting, is that of laborers who are equipped and sensitive to the urgency of that “harvest”. It is that urgency, that compelling need of haste that demands MANY. (Abundance, many times over) What is at stake at harvest time demands far more than a few.
																																																								
The word “PERISH” means to be fully destroyed…completely annihilated! The SENDING of THE SON was the DIVINE INTENT to prevent our perishing. Each and every mature Christian knows full well the COST of that venture. The truly “saved” believer cannot afford to be indifferent or insensitive to this Divine Intent—(See again John 20:21) As SENT ambassadors on assignment, our priority is that of cooperating with the will of God...perceiving where His will is evident and joining Him in that compassionate concern.
Now, a field ready for harvest presents us with a sense of urgency. Harvest time suggests RIPENESS. That which is ripe must be plucked, picked out of, to prevent ROT. There is about us, literally thousands whose lives are now full, ripe and ready for harvest. It is urgent…imperative…not to be delayed that the ripe be reached to prevent their perishing.
